There are many types of body modifications. 
Daddy and I have many. ourselves. The follow-
ing is a list of several of the common types of 
body piercing & body parts that can be pierced. 

Starting with 
the most obvious is the EAR piercing this needs 
no explanation. However there are different 
things you can put in ear piercing, for example 
ear plugs or ear tunnels. 1. PLUGS are a solid 
piece of jewelry can be made of wood metal or 
glass/Plastic or bone. 2. FLESH TUNNELS are a 
metal hollow tube that goes through the ear. I 
myself have three in each ear. I have just 
stretched mine to a double 00g, 2g. and a 4g, in 
each ear. These tubes can be slightly tapered at 
one end to hold it in with a rubber 0-ring on 
the back. Or it can have a lip on both sides. One 
side that screws on it resembles a sewing bob-
bin, or like a cable wire spool you would see on 
the side of the road. Both types come in sizes 
ranging from the size of a toothpick to the size 
of a beer can and bigger. The 00g I'm at I can put 
a cigarette through the middle of it. Ok, moving 
on to the SEPTUM. It's a piercing through the 
centerpiece of the nose and hangs out of the 
nostrils. Usual jewelry is some kind of ring or a 
tusk. I use both depending on my mood, loll. 
The other type is in the side of the nostril. Usu-
ally a stud or a Gem stone. LIP / CHEEK, the lip 
piercing can be a ring that circles the lip or a 
Labret type that is usually in the center with a 
flat back and a gem stone or a stud. Or like mine. 
a talon, which is like a giant claw that wraps 
down under my chin. TONGUE has a labret bar-
bell through the tongue. The cheek is self-ex-
planatory. EYEBROWS & BRIDGE, for the eye-
brow the most common is a ring through the 
eyebrow. The Bridge is a barbell through the 
bridge of the nose about where your sunglasses 
would sit on your nose. Naval, usually a barbell, 
most the time slightly curved in the upper flap 
of skin in the belly button, NIPPLES. a ring, 
horseshoe barbell, or a straight barbell through 
the nipple. MALE GENITALS, my personal favor-

ite, I Have 7 so far myself. First being what is 
called a PA (Prince Albert). It's a ring that goes 
into the urethra and exits out the bottom of the 
penis just behind the head. The Reverse PA, is 
just the opposite coming up through the penis 
just behind the glands. The LADDER, is a series 
of barbells or rings that go down the shaft of 
the penis. I did a demonstration of this one at 
our piercing party. I had 5 done at one time for 
the crowd. My 7th is a half guiche, located in 
the front part of the scrotum, through the skin 
near the base of the penis. I have future plans 
for about 49 more, to make a complete chain-
mail cage around my scrotal sack and two more 
ladders, soon to make a three-sided barbell lad-
der. A GUICHE is a piercing behind the scro-
tum. through the skin, just before the anus. Fe-
male Genital piercings include, but not limited 
to, Clitoris Piercings, Inner Labia. Outer Labia, 
Triangle, and Hood. Moving on to Surface & 
Unusual, this type of piercing can be anywhere 
on the body. It simply is a piercing through the 
skin showing only beads or the ends of the bar-
bells. A friend of mine had a necklace of bar-
bells around his neck. He looks like he is wear-
ing a necklace, but there is no chain holding the 
beads up. Another friend had seven down the 
spine on the back of his neck. Both are very cool, 
and look awesome, Pocketing & stapling, pock-
eting is a barbell embedded under the skin leav-
ing just a texture or series of bumps under the 
skin. This is a very cool body mod, but not for 
everyone.

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the experience was for someone else, and pos-
sible problematic things to watch out for. 

Feel free to check around before getting a pierc-
ing. Not all piercers are experienced in all types 
of piercings. It's your body after all, and make 
sure that your piercer is comfortable and expe-
rienced at the type of piercing you want. Per-
sonally speaking. . . I had to have my septum 
redone about 4 times, The first time I went to a 
tattoo artist (who shall remain nameless), that 
did piercings on the side. He never told me he 
had not done a septum before, and I didn't think 
to ask. It is crucial that this piercing is straight, 
or your ring or barbell, or tusk will hang crooked 
in your nose. He pierced me. and it was crooked, 
so he re-pierced me, . . .and guess what.... Still 
crooked. He pierced it a third time, and by now 
the area was so tender and swollen it appeared 
straight. Several days later, as the swelling sub-
sided, it was still crooked. Professionals have 
since told me that one area should not be 
pierced. and repierced repeatedly like this, or 
such scarring can occur that the area can never 
be successfully pierced. I had to wait almost 6 
months for the area to heal. and luckily had no 
such scar tissue. I then went to a professional 
piercer accustomed to piercing septums, and was 
pierced perfectly straight,with no pain.. in one 
try. I have been very happy with this piercing. 
In reference to our last column. . . we are VERY 
pleased to report that Michael Sapp (Mikey). has 
been located, and is safe and sound. He actually 
was found the day our last article went to print. 
It was already to late to update or retract our 
column. Briefly, he had been car-jacked, and 
abducted enroute to Mpls/St. Paul, and ended 
up in Kentucky. Thank you all for your well 
wishes and prayers over this unfortunate event.

ter through internet postings without creating 
a safety net for yourself first. My bad.
