Researchers Say
They've Identified
Animal Origins of HIV

Chicago — A team of scientists say they have dis-
covered the origin of the main HIV virus that causes
AIDS. The researchers say a chimpanzee named Marilyn
has helped confirm that the virus first passed into people
from chimpanzees.

Presenting their work in Chicago at the annual confer-
ence on Retroviruses and Opportunistic Infections, the sci-
entists said that genetic tests show the HIV virus is closely
related to a virus that infects chimps but does not make
them sick. It would have been first passed to humans in the
first half of this century, when people butchered and ate
chimps, as often happens in some African countries. A
report also appears in the journal Nature.

Dr Beatrice Hahn of the University of Alabama at
Birmingham and colleagues made the discovery when
analyzing blood and tissue samples from the lab chimp
after she died at the age of 26.

“She had never been used in AIDS research and had
not received human blood products after 1969,” said Dr
Hahn. “She died in 1985 after giving birth to stillborn
twins. We still need to know more about this whole
group of primate viruses.”

In the early days of AIDS research, dozens of chimps
were deliberately infected with the HIV virus to see if they
developed the disease. To the surprise of scientists, they
did not. One of the questions that now has to be answered
is why humans infected with HIV develop AIDS when
chimps, which are genetically so similar to us, do not.

The scientists behind this latest study say chimps in
the wild could provide the answer.

“This is an important finding with significant poten-
tial,” said Dr Anthony Fauci of the National Institute of
Allergies and Infectious Diseases, which helped fund the
study.

“This virus infects a primate species that is 98 per-
cent related to humans, This may allow us, if done care-
fully and in collaboration with primatologists to protect
this endangered species, to study infected chimpanzees
in the wild to find out why these animals don't get sick,
information that may help us better pmtecr_ humans
from developing AIDS.”

Many AIDS scientists already believed HIV originat-
ed in African primates, but the actual source of the virus
has remained a mystery since the disease surfaced as an
epidemic in humans nearly 20 years ago.

Earlier research had suggested that the particular
strain of HIV that ignited the AIDS pandemic began to
smolder in central Africa sometime in the 1940s. That
work is based on the genetic analysis of a stored blood
sample taken in 1959 from a man who lived in what is
now the Democratic Republic of Congo.

But that work couldn't tell the origin of AIDS.

Dr. Hahn and her colleagues say that the chim-
panzees don't appear to get sick from the simian version
of the virus, so study:ng the natural infection in wild
chimps could reveal important clues to help in treat-
ment. The scientists made a plea for the animals’ preser-
vation during the conference.

But perhaps the most interesting aspect of the study is the
evidence that HIV may have transferred to humans several
times, before becoming an epidemic in the 20th century.

Shepard's Parents
Speak Out

Cheyenne, Wyo. (AP) — The parents of Marthew
Shepard, the gay college student beaten to death last
October, say they don't want his death used by activists
to further any political agenda.

“It’s a very frightenirig concept as a parent that your
son now becomes a martyr, a public figure for the
world,” Judy Shepard told Dateline NBC for a story
which aired last week. “He's just our son.”

Some gay advocacy groups have invoked Shepard's
case in seeking harsher sentences for people convicted of
crimes that involve bias against the victim. A move to
pass hate crimes legislation in Wyoming was defeated
Wednesday by a committee.

The 21-year-old Shepard was found Oct. 7 beaten
with a handgun and tied to a fence outside the Universi-
ty of Wyoming college town of Laramie, 40 miles west of
Cheyenne. He died five days later in a Colorado hospital.

Police said he was chosen as a victim in part because
he was gay.

Vanity Fair also reported in its March issue that
Shepard tested HIV-positive at the Fort Collins, Colo.,
hospital where he died. The magazine said two men who
fought with suspects Russell Henderson and Aaron
McKinney following Shepard’s attack may have come
into contact with Shepard’s blood and have been put on
AIDS drugs. The article did not give a source.

Albany County Coroner Julie Heggie told The Asso-
ciated Press that she had no information about whether
Shepard was HIV-positive. “I know that’s not in the
autopsy report,” Heggie said.

Officials at Poudre Valley Hospital did not return
calls for comment. Mrs. Shepard told Vanity Fair that
her son had previously tested negative for the virus.

The parents described their son as a sometimes naive
young man who was often too trusting for his own good.

The NBC and Vanity Fair stories revealed that Shep-
ard had been attacked and raped in Morocco while he
was on a high school trip.

Henderson and McKinney, both of Laramie, have
been charged with murder and are awaiting trial. Prose-
cutors are seeking the death penalty against both.

*“The anger really isn't there yet,” Mrs. Shepard said. “1
am sure it will come. ... They've done something horrible to
my life, to my son, to my family, and I dont want to waste
any of my feelings on them. I'm saving it all for Mau."

British Euro-Parliament
Member Resigns

London — Tom Spencer, a Tory Member of the
European Parliament, has resigned after he was fined ata
London customs check for having two marijuana ciga-
rettes, a small quantity of cocaine and some gay porno-
graphic magazines and video tapes.

Spencer, 50, said he only occasionally smoked mari-
juana and acknowledged that he is gay, although he is
married and the father of two children. His wife, Liz, said
she had always been aware of her husband's sexual orien-
tation and wasn't a problem for her because they loved
each other and had a “solid marriage and family life.”

In an unusual show of support, Liz Spencer posed for
new photographers with her husband, along with the
couple’s two daughters and a third daughter by Mrs.
Spencer’s previous marriage.

Even so, Spencer admitted that bring the material
into Britain was an “extraordinarily stupid” thing to do
and resigned rather than embroil the Conservative Party
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in any appearance of impropriety.

Spencer said he was returning to Britain from a trip to
Amsterdam where he had been spending time with Amer-
ican porn actor Cole Tucker, whom he has had a rela-
tionship for about nine months.

Tucker, 44, best known for his roles as a cigar-smok-
ing leather “daddy” type in gay porn, said in a press state-
ment following Spencer's resignation, “Mr. Tom Spencer
is a wonderful, brilliant and loving man... . I am so sorry
that he and his family has to go through this. His wife
and family have been real forces of strength and dignity
in these hard times.”

Court Rules Univ, of
Minnesota Groups
Out of Case

Minneapolis, Minn. — In a sharply worded opinion,
the 8th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals has ruled that three

University of Minnesota student organizations, including
the Queer Student Cultural Center, cannot join with the
school in fighting a lawsuit against the university over stu-
dent fees.

Five university students sued the school a year ago,
charging thac their First Amendment rights were ham-
pered because they are required to subsidize campus
groups that they are opposed to through their student
tees. The five students in the case cited a campus women's
organization, a Hispanic student group and the school's
lesbian and gay organization.

But the court refused to let the named student groups
join in defending the school's fee policies and ruled that
while the student organizations may have an economic
interest in the policy, they had not demonstrated they had
a free speech interest in defending it.

The ruling is only one of several technical issues the
federal appeals court has ruled on in the case, but the
clear-cut language of the ruling may have a serious impact
on how lower courts subsequently may rule in the case
since it excludes one argument the student groups and the
university itself might have used in defending the com-
pulsory fee system.

eil Albrechr is quickly becoming
| \ I one of the most recognized names

in Wisconsin's LGBT communi-
ty. A former regional director of the AIDS
Resource Center of Wisconsin, he is now
running for the 8th District Milwaukee
School Board seart. If successful, Albrechrt
would be the only openly- gay, elected offi-
cial in Milwaukee. The primary election
will be held on Feb. 16.

Albrecht also serves as the co-president
of the Milwaukee LGBT Community
Center and is considered by many to be a
leading candidate for the executive direc-
tor slot for the center. Recently, at the
IN Step World Headquarters, I sat down
with Albrecht to discuss politics, AIDS,
our communiry and much more.

IN Step: You're running for the
school hoard. How’s that going?
NA: It's going great. I'm very fortunate
that [ have a couple of really seasoned
political strategists on my campaign staff.
| have Tim Carpenter and Rosemary Pot-
ter who both have not only endorsed my
campaign, but are also participating on
my campaign committee.

So, while I'm somewhat new to poli-
tics and need to-further develop my polit-
ical savvy, | have this group to rely on and
they have given me some great strategies.

IN Step: Are you enjoying it?

NA: I am, but I'd have to say that the nov-
elty of going door-to-door wears off pret-
ty fast (laughrer). At first I thought it was
really a fun cxpcncme to get to meet all
these people, and it still is, it's amazing
what you will hear in terms of individual
perspectives about the school board and
public education. But being out in the
cold for three or four hours and going to a
hundred plus doors per day can wear you
out a little bit. It's great exercise, though.

IN Step: What makes you think
that you understand the system

better than other candidates?

NA: I'm a product of public education,
first of all. I went to all public schools in
the Bay View area. 1 grew up in Bay View;
I'm a homeowner in Bay View. | believe a
lot of my understanding, when it comes to
the school board, comes from my work
expt.rir.nu and my perspective on populd
tions. I believe that one of the things that's
facing the school board right now, and the
Milwaukee public school system, is focus-
ing on becoming cost- -effective and ha aving
good public relations.

It's very seldom that you see anything
real positive in the media abour the public
school program, but yet there are tremen-
dous success stories within Milwaukee
Public Schools. I have an extensive back-
ground in public relations and cost man-
agement, But also, there’s the fact thar the
children thar are left in public education
and public schools are kids that I believe
that society just hasnt focused on, There
are single parent families, that are low
income, and there’s no opportunity or
option for them to move out to the sub-
urbs and get into a different school system.

I believe from working, particularly in
the HIV and AIDS arena, that I have an
understanding of what types of social ser-
vices, what types of infrastructure needs to
exist to help parents overcome barriers to
keep their kids in schools.

IN Step: Do you get afraid that peo-
ple are going to make an issue out

of the fact that you are a gay man?
NA: T |'sg) will, and they could. The depth
of my fear is pretty shallow. I believe that
the South Side, and the Bay View area in
p.lmul|=.r IS progressive enuugh to realize
that it’s really the qualifications and the
expertise that the person brings to the
school board that should be the mosr rele-
vant in terms of whether or not they're
elected. [ do believe that being a gay male
can compliment my ability to bring
appropriate issues to the school board.

I believe that not having kids, for an
example, and not havmg allegiances to any
particular school is an advantage to the
school board.

WA: You're currently serving as
the co-president of the Milwaukee
LGBT community center. How's
that going?

NA: The whole community center experi-
ence has been an incredibly positive. I just
think it’s history. I'm really happy that I was
a part of it and thar I was the first co-presi-
dent to the board. I'm real excited about the
search for the execudve director,

IN Step: Did you apply for that job?
NA: I did. Yes, I am a candidate. I'm excit-
ed abour that and [ hope I get the opportu-
nity to be the first Executive Director. If I
don’t, my commitment to the community
center is still there one hundred percent. I
believe it’s a project that's so vital to our
community and has been to date successful.

Even though ic's still very much in it’s
infancy, there still is a fork in the road
where it could stagnate and not amount o
as much as everyone's vision would like it
to, or it can just grow in leaps and bounds.
I believe thar the investment in an execu-
tive director is the turn it needs to get it to
go down that proper road.

IN Step: Why is that so important?
NA: For the Center to complete the type
of fund raising and programs and services
and outreach into the diverse communi-
ties that are captured in the Mission State-

ment, there needs to be a full-time staff

person. | just think it's not possible for the
Mission to be fully achieved with a volun-
teer board of directors. Everyone has addi-
tional obligations, they're involved in
other stuff, and it takes one person to real-
ly focus on where the community center is
going. Somebody with vision is leadership
experience is needed for that.

IN Step: I've heard some people
gquestion where the money for an
executive director is going to come

from. The community center does-
n’'t have a lot of income right now...
NA: The community center has a ve
aggressive but well thought-out budger for
next year. | say aggressive in that it pre-
sented to its members a fund raising, a
revenue budger that's about four times
what the Center raised this year. That will
be achieved because of the efforts of the
board of directors, itself, and a Fund-Rais-
ing Committee, which was not it place in
1998, and then there will be the executive
director. By achieving that fund-raising
goal, first of all the Center will be able to
start and provide a lot of the programs and
services such as Youth Services, that it has
identified as essential. Also, it will be able
to fund an executive director position.

IN Step: Could you tell me how
you got to this point in your life or
how you see your life’s mission?
NA: My experience coming out in 1983
was the eve of the AIDS epidemic, locally. |
can remember being in La Cage and seeing
the signs posted abour night sweats. That
was my first information about HIV and
AIDS. 1 think, like a lot of other people,
what [ experienced was the tremendous loss
of many people, including people who had
been my role-models.

The first person to say to me that | had
really made a stupid mistake by dropping
out of college ... and who inspired me to go
back to college, died from AIDS. Because
of that impact, I made the decision to go to
work for an AIDS service organization. |
guess a lot of who I am and a lot of what |
do is based on people who have been influ-
ential role-models in my life,

To be our, period, is courageous. To be
out, to allow your name to be in the press,
to stand up and identify yourself as being
gay in a crowded room is particularly coura-
geous. While everyone would like to believe

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differently, there’s stll tremendous stigma
against being gay and there’s tremendous
discrimination and homophobia in society
against gays. | believe if one more person
stands up in the room and says, “I'm gay,” it
makes it that much more normal, perhaps,
for everyone else in the room.

I am driven by that. I pur myself in a
School Board race and said, “I'm gay,” and
hopefully T'll be elected, and hopefully
those School Board members the Eighth
District will realize that the value of hav-
ing diversity beyond racial diversity on the
School board of directors.

IN Step: Do you think Milwaukee
is ready for that?

NA: Yeah, I think Milwaukee is. If I did-
n't think Milwaukee wasn't ready for it, |
wouldn’t be spending my time or the even
more valuable time of the people who are
supporting my campaign. | believe I will
win; | really do.

IN Step: Last fall you left your joh
at ARCW. Why?

NA: I was with ARCW for six years. It was
an incredible six years, where | was frst
hired as the director of Volunteer
Resources for a volunteer program that
had about 250 active volunteers. By the
time I left a year later it had 1,000 active
volunteers. So | feel good about it. I was a
volunteer and that was what drove my
commitment to actually run the volunteer
program. | could see what needed to be
done. I thought, “If I get in that position,
can do it." I did it and to this day I'm
proud of the Volunreer Program.

From that I moved into a deputy Direc-
tor position and from that to a Regional
director position. It was a lot of work; it was
often there from 60 to 80 hours a week.
That's typical for any non-profit [organiza-
tion]. The average longevity of a manager in
a nonprofit setting is two years.

[ think AIDS is particularly hard when
youre working with people from your
own community and watching the devas-
tation, watching people continue to die.
To do that for six years just wore me out.
I really feel thar after thar period of time |
was mentally exhausted. Fdid what I think
everyone should do at-any moment they
can, and that’s T assessed my job, and I
thought, “Is this time for me to leave?”

IN Step: I imagine that every
social engagement you attended
for a period of time, people asked

you about ARCW.

NA: They still do.

IN Step: How do you deal with
that?

NA: [ direct them to whom [ believe is the
appropriate person...

IN Step: I guess that this is
uncomfortable for you.

NA: It sure is. It's uncomforrable because
I can't represent the agency. People want
me to say what's going on within the orga-
nization, particularly as a former employ-
ee. I don't think it's appropriate for me to
make that type of assessment or to com-
ment on that. [ believe that that's the role
of the executive director and the execurive
management staff and chair of the board
of directors to respond to community
inquiries about what’s happening in the
organization. | don't believe that’s the role
of a former staff person.

IN Step: I wonder how you see the
gay community in Milwaukee
evolving — even over the next
couple of years?

NA: My experience with the bars, just
from working at ARCW is that they are
incredibly supportive of AIDS programs
and service. I don't say “bars” derogatorily.
| believe they will always have a very dom-
inant place within the community. That
type of social setting ... you know, where
one guy can kiss another guy ... and I'm
not sure you can do that in a bar on Brady
Street or any integrated bar.

People want to feel comfortable. They
want to feel safe and they want to feel com-
fortable and they feel that in the bars right
now. Perhaps that’s the only current venue
where people can have that, The commu-
nity center now provides another venue.

“Nobody is going to emerge from the outside as an
advocate for the gay and lesbian community. That per-
son has to emerge from within.”

My hope is that there are a lot of people who don't
want to be in a bar for a multitude of reasons. Maybe
they don't like the environment, maybe they don’
like the drinking; there are any number of choices.

This opens a door for them to join the commu-
nity. The bars are full of people, but there’s also
tremendous isolation within the gay and lesbian
community of people who are out there on their
own. They may be in relationships, but they're com-
pletely isolated from the community as a whole. My
vision and hope for the community center is that it
will find a way to bring these people in. That is only
going to occur through some concentrated outreach
efforts.

There has to be something that the Center does
to entice them. They have to see a purpose for get-
ting involved with the Center. We have a very long
process ahead of us of identifying those populations,
identifying what they need and want from a com-
munity center, and providing that so that they will
come in and get involved. The community center
could do no better good than to galvanize the com-
munity and to establish a sense of community that
goes above and beyond the bars.

IN Step: Tell me abhout growing up in Bay
View. Could I have a little bit about your
family background?

NA: I actually grew up about nine blocks from
where | now own a home. My parents are legally sep-
arated. My father lives up in northern Wisconsin,
my mom still lives in the house that I grew up in.
Actually my mom is a phenomenal person. Of any-
body in my life, she has been the most significant
role model. She’s the first person I told that I was gay,
and she was by far one of the most accepting of it.

My mom has watched me evolve and supported
my evolvement. | went from someone who blurted
out in tears that I was gay. to somebody who will
now be identified in the mainstream press as being
a gay candidate for the school board, or who is will-
ing to represent the gay community to the main-
stream press as co-president of the LGBT commu-
nity center Board.

My mother has never faltered in her support, In
her head I can just imagine her saying, “Oh my
God, is he ever gonna get down from this soap box
and stop this crusade?” If it plays in her head it cer-
tainly doesn't play in her actions. My mom has an
excellent sense of humor and I think I've picked that
up from her. To me humor is a key to survival in
life. If I can't laugh at some of the really horrendous
things that I've experienced, then I don't know how
I would survive without the ability to do that.

IN Step: What are the things that really
make you angry?
NA: Homophobia makes me really angry. I hate it.
You know it hurts me to my core. 1 was almost
involved in a hate crime when | was driving home
from the community center one night. I have a rain-
bow bumper sticker on my car and some kids pulled
up along side of me and tried to get into my car, prob-
ably to kick my ass if they could. It really shook me
up, and of course people who are concerned about my
safety said, “You should take that off your car. You're
putting yourself at jeopardy out there.” I would never
do that, because to do that would be to concede to
homophobia, and I'm not gonna do that. I might go
out, but I'm gonna go out fighting,

I just hate AIDS. The reason I hate AIDS is that
I think that being gay is a struggle in itself. Particu-
larly for people newly out, there are unjust challenges
that come with being gay and unfair struggles. Then
when AIDS emerged, and this is true for all popula-
tions that are impacted by AIDS. All right, you're
already living in poverty and you're a single parent
and you have four kids and now you have AIDS.
What worse could happen to your community?

That’s the same way [ felt about AIDS in the gay
community. All right, we've made all this progress
and we've overcome all of these barriers and chal-
lenges and now we have to deal with AIDS. So, I
hate that! I think I went from angry to hate, but I
get angry when | see people attempting to be coura-
geous, people who go out and carve new paths. A
lot of what people do is to try to make it easier for
the next generation; that certainly drives me. I get
very angry at the people who stand at the sidelines
and criticize.

It's like Mark Behar said at the annual meeting,
“This is a board of directors of volunteers, These peopﬁ:
are not getting paid to do what they're doing,” There's

nothing self-serving in what anyone is doing on that
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board of directors. They're doing it out of the goodness
of their hearts and to benefit the community.

It makes me angry when people sit back and say
to Sheila Zelinsky, my co-president, “You're doing
this because ... ,” and they have some conspiracy the-
ory or they think she has some hidden agenda in her
decision making. That makes me angry. It disillusions
those courageous people, because they end up think-
ing, “Why am I doing this?” If you can't keep all that
stuff in perspective, you think, “What in the hell am
I involved with this for, so I can be criticized? I get
enough of that at my job or at home or from my fam-
ily. I dont need to do that on a volunteer basis!”

If I preach any one thing over and over again to
the board, it’s based on my experience at ARCW, is
to keep your perspective and just realize that there
will always be a couple of people standing on the
sidelines. But by far the masses are either ahead of
you, on the other side, or are behind you in terms‘of
supporting you or just waiting to support you.

IN Step: How do you keep balance in the
face of the things that bother you?

NA: I don't think I always do. I think I falter from
time to time. I can go home from a Board Meeting
and respond to a phone call, or somebody will come
up to me in a bar and will say one of those things to
me, or weigh-in with some kind of accusation or
allegation, or say something critical abour some-
body I think is doing a phenomenal job, and I'll go
home and I'll say, “1 need to get out of this and I
need to get out of this town” (iaughtcr} I've been
around this for too long and it’s just ridiculous.

I guess I keep my balance by surroundmg myself
with people who are positive and appreciative and
who are supportive and who remind me to keep a
perspective as much as I remind other people to do
just that. I get a lot of support from friends, partic-
ularly friends that [ have a lot of respect for. I'll use
Karen Gotzler as an example. I think the world of her
in terms of what she and Jim Schlief and other peo-
ple did o get the community center going; talk about
being explorers and pioneers. When | feel like I'm
losing my perspective and my head’s going under the
water, | can call Karen or see her in person and she
can grab hold of my collar and pull me right back out

of it. I think that's what's essential to survival,

IN Step: Is there a spiritual component to
how you deal with things?
NA: Define spiritual.

IN Step: You define it.

NA: [ think there is, but I can't define it in anyway.
I have a spiritual belief, and I believe that I am sup-
ported by something greater than myself. I struggle
with and try to identify what that is. It’s interesting
because there’s a tremendous disillusionment within
the gay and lesbian community about spirituality
and religion. There's a struggle within that commu-
nity. What do you do with all the misdirected “this
is what [ believed before, but now this condemns
me and where can I redirect that” stuff? I guess I'm
one of those people, as I continue to have a sense of
spirituality but it hasn't really identified itself yer.
IN Step: Is there anything important that I
missed that you'd like to add?

NA: Again, one of the reasons I did this school
board thing is politics. I don't like to think of it as
politics, I like to think of it as public education.
But, it is politics, and I really hope that it does
inspire others. I don't see myself as a community
leader to be honest. Not that long ago I was work-
ing as a front-desk clerk at a hotel. Now, all of a sud-
den, I'm somewhat identified as a community
leader. I hope that whatever I do, it will inspire oth-
ers to, get involved in the community.

Nobody is going to emerge from the outside as
an advocate for the gay and lesbian community.
Thart person has to emerge from within. I would
encourage people to realize that and ro take a risk.
Sure, you'll get burned from time to time, and we all
do and you would anyway, so take a risk and get
involved and do something and make a difference.

Military Discharges
Being Checked

Washington — Few people were surprised to learn that the num-
ber of gays and lesbians being discharged by the nation's armed forces
has continued 1o rise again this past year, but even Pentagon officials
now seem concerned about the large number of gay-related discharges
stemming from a single source — Lackland Air Force Base in Texas.

About 65 percent of the 414 Air Force's gay-related discharges last
year came from Lackland, Pentagon officials said. In fact, the Air Force
seems so worried about the large number of Lackland discharges that
it has agreed to let the Servicemembers Legal Defense Network, which

“represents military personnel facing discharges because they are

believed to be gay or lesbian, investigate.

C. Dixon Osburn of the gay advocacy group said Air Force repre-
senfatives had agreed 1o allow the organization to visit Lacklond and
interview service members, induding military fraining instruciors,
recruits and militory atforneys in an unprecedented move by a branch
of the U.S. military.

The Air Force says it hos reviewed the Lackland discharges and
found that most were “unsolicited and voluntary.” This, some have sug-
gested, may mean that straight recruits may in fact be using the “don’t
ask, don't tell” policy as a way fo get out of military service after ihev
had enlisted.

The Defense Department reported that in 1998, there were 1,145
total gay-related discharges in all branches, an increase over the 997

- discharges the year before. According fo Pentagon figures, the Army

recorded 310 such discharges, up from 197 the year before; 414 in the
Air Force, up from 309 the previous year; 345 in the Navy, a decrease
from 413 the year before; and 76 in the Marine Corps, down slightly
from 78 in 1997.

Brits Again Struggle to
Change Age of Consent

London — Britain’s House of Commons has for the second fime
approved a bill lowering the age of consent for gay sex from 18 1o 16
in the country by a vote of 313-130.

Last year, after the lower house of Parliament uppruved a similor
change in the age of consent law, it was repeatedly and solidly rejected by
the House of Lords, which normally doesn’t block government-backed leg-
islation. In fad, the confrontafion lost year wos so bitter that Prime Minis-
ter Tony Blair threatened to enact legislation to strip the upper house of
any power to block laws introduced by the elected government.

New York (AP) — Sexually transmit-
ted diseases are reported up among some
groups of gay men. Federal officials are
worried about a survey in San Francisco
showing dramatic increases in unsafe sex
since 1994. And two weeks ago in Green-

wich Village, a standing-room-only crowd
of 300 people attended a meeting on
“barebacking” — a term that means sex
between gay men without condoms.

Risky sexual behavior is on the rise in
the gay community. It's casually described
by gay men discussing their personal lives
and increasingly documented by epidemi-
ologists and gay organizations around the
country. If the trend continues, HIV infec-
tion rates, now steady, could rise again.

The reasons are simple: AIDS is
viewed differently now that new drugs are
enabling people with HIV infections to
live relatively normal lives. The safe-sex
message is being ignored; young gay men
who did not witness AIDS suffering first-
hand are becoming cavalier, even defiant,
about unprotected sex; and HIV-positive
people are healthy enough to be sexually
active, increasing the chance thar they
could spread the disease.

“There’s a real sea change of attitude,”
said Mark King, education director for
AID Atlanta, an AIDS testing site that
reports a 50 percent increase in people
testing positive for HIV since 1997.

“What we're getting from person after
person in the post-test counseling office is
that they slipped up (on using condoms)
more in the last year than in all the previ-
ous years,” King added. “Young men think
the crisis is under control. They think the
new HIV medicines are going to save their
lives, although we have no assurances that
that is true.”

Some younger men feel they missed
out on the 1970s, when gay men were
coming out of the closer and into discos,
bathhouses and parties for casual, and
sometimes anonymous, sex. Others express
a bleak nihilism — a sense that because
they are gay, infection is inevitable,

Tony Valenzuela, a 30-year-old strug-
gling writer from Los Angeles, is HIV-pos-

itive and makes no apologies for gay men
who have unprotected sex without disclos-
ing their HIV status.

“I come from a generation that has
normalized the epidemic,” Valenzuela
said. “It’s not my experience to lose half of
my friends and feel the debilitating effects
of the virus.”

Valenzuela said he cannot help bur feel
that transmitting HIV to another is nor
that horrible of a thing to do.

“I don't have a reaction to it the way
people who have had so much loss around
it. ... I wish I could say that to people and
not be heard as defiant, irresponsible,
delusional.”

Valenzuela says he never volunteers his
HIV status unless a sex partner asks.

“I feel comfortable to assume that they
have a body of knowledge,” he said. “I feel
like it’s a consensual act.”

But he says he avoids sex acts that
involve transmitting his bodily fluids to oth-
ers, decreasing the risk of spreading HIV.

Valenzuela spoke at the barebacking
forum in January at the New York Gay and
Lesbian Community Services Center.
While he was publicly admonished by
many in the audience of mostly older men,
“there must have been 20 people who
came up to me afterwards and said, Tm
exactly where you're at,” he said.

There are an estimated 40,000 new HIV
infections annually, and there’s no evidence
that the number has gone either up or down
in recent times, according to the Centers for
Disease Control and Prevention.

However the CDC recently cited what
it called a significant survey by STOP
AIDS, an advocacy group, of 21,857 gay
men in San Francisco, of whom 39.2 per-
cent reported having unprotected anal sex
in 1997, up from 30.4 percent in 1994.

“It's happening a lot in the younger
group, and the younger group hasn't

grown up watching their partners and

friends di¢ of this disease,” said Dr.
Richard Steketee of the CDC’s HIV/AIDS
prevention branch.

Richard Elovich, director of preven-
tion for the Gay Men’s Health Cirisis, told
the audience at the barebacking forum
that “simpleminded slogans — such as
‘Use a condom every time' — have
become invisible, like the surgeon general’s
warning on the cigarette pack.”

Older gay men, he said, have “started a
kind of finger-wagging, saying, ‘You should
do this because of what I've learned,” while
younger gay men are saying: “Get off me.
Allow me to have my own experience.”

Will, 38, a professional musician who
lives in the New York area and who would
not give his surname, has seen 68 friends
die, takes 26 pills a day, suffers from fun-
gus infections, nausea and diarrhea.

This does not stop him from having
unprotected sex.

“It’s not like we have a lot to lose,” he
said. “In my last days on this planet, I do
not want celibacy.” W

community, and Texas and Arkansas are
two of the current battlegrounds.

In Texas, bills have been introduced in

the legislature that would take away both

“We feel like the board overlooked
the evidence and voted in an unfair way
against gays and lesbians as foster par-
ents,” said Bryan Goodman, a spokesper-
son for the Interfaith Coalition for
Equality, a group of gay and straight peo-
ple who support equal rights and oppose
the ban. “We would have liked to have
been heard.”

Robin Woodruff, the board member

who introduced the bill in June, said

of these rights. In Arkansas, a recently cre-
ated Child Welfare Review Board has
voted to make Arkansas the second state
to ban gays and lesbians from being foster
parents. The ban must pass more hurdles
before it becomes effective.

“These are big pieces of legislation.
They will be important to defeat and
very difficult to defeat, but we're already
working with meetings in every city in
Texas,” Dianne Hardy-Garcia, the execu-
tive director of the Lesbian and Gay
Rights Lobby of Texas, said. She said
stopping the bills in that state must be a
top priority.

“I want people to understand the seri-
ousness of the adoption and foster care
legislation,” she said. “It’s the first step to
removing us from access to children.”

Arkansas is already farther along the
road toward remove the right of gays and
lesbians to be foster parents. The Arkansas
board vote was 6-1 in favor of the ban
with one new member abstaining.

Some who oppose the ban expressed
concern that their opinions were not
heard before the vote was taken. The
board, however, said public comments
had been heard over the past few months
and that additional comments on the day
of the vote were unnecessary.

there had already been enough time for
public comments.

Her original proposal listed seven
reasons why gays and lesbians do not
make good foster parents. In her first
point, she emphasized the importance of
“a mom role model and a dad role
model.” She also noted that sodomy is
illegal in Arkansas and cited the fact that
there is no evidence of “posirive long-
term effects of homosexual parenting.”

Woodruff said homosexuals have
more sexual partners than straight people
and are more susceptible to diseases,
including HIV/AIDS, gonorrhea,
hepatitis, anal carcinoma and “a rare
group of intestinal diseases [that] have
been grouped together under the ritle
‘gay bowel syndrome.™

The agency must now hold hearings
for at least 30 days. After another vote,
the board can then send the proposal to
the Arkansas Legislative Council. The
council can hold another hearing if the
public requests it. The process will likely
take several weeks.

If the measure passes, it will become
an agency regulation but can be overrid-
den by law either before or after it
becomes a regularion. Arkansas State
Rep. Jim Lendell, who is considered gay
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friendly, said in an interview that he
would consider introducing a bill to
counteract the law if asked, but he said
he had “mixed dealings” with the gay
community in the past. He said gay sup-
porters had turned away from him on
another issue when he had not handled it
exactly as they suggested. Even if intro-
duced, a bill would not likely pass,
according to Lendell.

Rita Sklar, the executive director of the
American Civil Liberties Union (ACLLJ)
of Arkansas, said the organization will sue
if the regulation passes. “This group is
appointed by the Southern Baptist gover-
nor,” Sklar said. “It just seems to be creat-
ed to do this sort of thing.”

While comments from those who
opposed the ban were not heard at the
meeting, Sklar provided to the board in

'| September dozens of documents that

support the ACLU's position in opposi-
tion to the ban. Those materials included
reports by the American Psychological
Association and “reports from experts
whose findings are in opposition to the
sources Woodruff cited.

The ban still has two hurdles to clear
before becoming a regulation, but Sklar
said she “couldn’t imagine it getting
much opposition” in Arkansas. She has
little hope the ACLU can stop passage,
but she vowed to work to overturn ir.

In the late 1980s, the New Hampshire
legislature passed a law banning gays and
lesbians from both adopting and serving
as foster parents. This session, the New
Hampshire State Legislature will consider
whether to repeal the law. Florida banned
gays and lesbians from adopting in 1977.
In Oklahoma, people convicted under the
state’s sodomy law cannot adopt.

Last year, bills thar would have pre-
vented either foster parenting, adopting or
both were defeated in Arizona, California,
Oklahoma, Tennessee and here in Georgia.
Similar measures will likely be introduced
this year in Indiana and Michigan. The
Utah Division of Child and Family Ser-
vices has drafted a policy aimed at having
the same effect in that state.

After the Arkansas vote, the National
Gay and Lesbian Task Force (NGLTF)
denounced the board’s actions and
pledged to stop that measure and similar
ones in other states.

“This ban is not about the welfare of
children, it’s about attacking and demo-
nizing gay, lesbian, bisexual and transgen-
dered people,” said Kerry Lobel, the exec-
utive director of NGLTE “We will face
similar battles in a number of states this
year, and we will do everything in our
power to face down these lies, distortions

and myths with the simple truth.” ¥

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Where Are Our Gay
and Leshian Leaders?

r many gay and lesbian Americans,
this century’s struggle to gain civil

rights has been an historic challenge.
Many voices have articulated this struggle
in a mosaic of brilliant people too few
know or honor.

The causes of fainess and equality for
other minorities have yielded extraordinary
leaders in our American history. Martin
Luther King, Susan B. Anthony and Cesar
Chavez all elevated the idealism of their
movements above politics. Their dedication
helped institutionalize the cause of freedom
as a struggle to be joined equally by all peo-
ple. Their understanding cut across class and
other differences converging in the heart of a
mobilized consciousness. The visible pres-
ence of this consciousness defined a move-
ment and empowered the essence of equality.

The demands made by these move-
ments that the government reflect the peo-
ples value on equality and fairness could not
have happened if people fully ceded their
political actions and desires to financial con-
tributions to these leader’s campaigns.

In fact, the difficulty for our communi-
ty to recognize national leadership contin-
ues to be a challenge for that very reason.
Leaders who made an impression on histo-
ry lead committed people, not committed
dollars, in movements that swept through
America. The pervasive apathy currently
being perpetuated in our community is
keeping literally millions of people from
defining our movement. In a political cul-
ture increasingly dependent on financial
contributions to Political Action Commit-
tees (PACs), the era of leadership and ideal-
ism is about to get a challenge of its own.

I'd be the first to argue that gay and
lesbian PACs have accomplished a lot of
good for our community. Gay and lesbian
PACs helped to secure federal funds for
local AIDS/HIV care providers, elected
fair-minded congressional leaders and
lobbied Congress for civil rights. While
we're honest, they have also helped
advance individual careers through an
exchange of contributions in-kind, pro-
vided mechanisms for political payoffs
and supportive business gestures to major
donors and generally injected our mave-
ment into the epicenter of an ill American
political system. In a majority of the later

cases, the will of the people came last.

In contrast, the historic leaders of past
civil rights movements appealed directly
to the people for social change. The spirit
and actions of these leaders engaged the
will of millions of individuals equally
invested in the causes of fairness.
Activists' money paid for buses and run
down motels and created a visible pres-
ence that changed people’s lives, Their
movements were defined by people who
modeled the leadership and ideals they
sought for themselves. In these circum-
stances, a poor southern preacher was a
vehicle for freedom shared by so many
through simple and direct actions that

transformed the power of the people into
a movement toward justice.

In our modern gay and lesbian move-
ment, however, are we allowing for these
possibilities> The modern industry of
political contributions has done some
damage to the values of fairness and ide-
alism. It continues to do so by elevating
contributors to a form of leadership rep-
resenting a respective body of wealth
rather than a body of real people. Under
current campaign finance laws and laws
governing PACs, a person’s ideas are
becoming less a commodity to our move-
ment as well as other greater-good-advo-
cate communities. This may seem dis-
couraging, but it’s also being disarmed on
a daily basis by the dedicated work of
faceless grassroots activists.

Thousands of activists across the country
are currently operating on field budgets thar
are slowly decreasing in favor of fund-raising
for PACs on a local and national level. The
interest in providing the power of mobilized
voters is being traded for the power of mobi-
lized dollars. Gay and lesbian organizations
now whip out their budgets in a locker room
comparison rather than flexing their muscles

in a field of mobilized activists. Whar's often

left for our community is a field of lonely bat-

tles abandoned by most for the sweeping
power of big dollar donations, but tirelessly
fought by the true leaders of our community.

While many local PACs are sensitive to
the fund-raising needs of local communi-
ties, some national gay and lesbian organi-
zations are not. National PAC fundraising
often worsens the divide between grassroots
activists and our movement’s Washington
lobby. A local community foundations
annual fund-raiser that once tock in
$10,000 now takes in $1000 as people pre-
fer the big ticket event from national visi-
tors and their magnetic “glitz-power.” Who
wants to see the real work of a Juanita
Alvarez honored when they can honor the
“pledged future work” of Rosie O'Donnell
and schmooze around in money?

The divide between grassroots and
national lobbies was created when the value
of “people numbers” got mixed up with
“dollar numbers.” That usually means that
the “activist” in the bunch took the back
seat to Mr. Big Bucks. There are all kinds of
ways that smart people fix these things.
Some of the less plausible usually work
best. A sacrifice of 1%-2% of development
budget toward community reinvestment
programs (i.e. the creation of locally man-
aged grant making bodies) is a fair tax for
happy soldiers, mobilized votes and a long-
term investment return in both people and
dollars. But this means the head cheese has
to stick around long enough for the credit.

Was it ever this complicated? Did
Rosa Parks first think, “I've got it! I'm sit-
ting in the front of the bus this time. Thar
should ger me kicked off at the next stop
and save my liberation army the cost of
bus fare?” Well, not quite, and [ realize we
can't very well expect to pay others way
on this ride toward freedom. But we can
and should expect to “give back where we
take” and to become “equal partners in
the well-being of our communiry.”

If we're looking for national gay and
lesbian leaders to merge with the burden
of history, we should look no further than
our own efforts to manifest the well-being
of our communities. Through idealism,
grassroots activists across the country
have the power to change our movement
inside-out and to refocus our values on
ideals of fairness and equality. Our actions
and demands that national organizations
become mindful of local communities is
the first step in empowering our commu-
nities and creating the environment from
which a mindful national leader can have
a magical rendezvous with history. ¥

reported that his roommate asked him, “Does this guy like anyone?”
Well, roommate, the answer is an unequivocal YES. There are
many people that [ like, but writing about the people that I like is
not the kind of writing 1 assumed the editor of this paper would
want me to do. Nevertheless, I am going to give you and other read-
ers just a mere sampling of some of the people that I like. Read it
thoroughly, however, because it's probably the last time I'll do so.

Camillus Campus in Wauwatosa, now serves as Chairman of the Board of the St. Camil-
lus Health System, overseeing all of the Order’s health care facilities in its North Ameri-
can province.

He is also one of the founders of the St. Camillus Foundation and recently secured
significant major gifts to help his brother Camillians at the St. Camillus Mission Hospi-
tal in Kenya as they struggle to address the AIDS pandemic in one of the poorest regions
of that country. Many think he was crazy to “throw it all away” (he was a successful New
York businessman) and dedicare his life to serving God. Many more are glad he did.

Jim McFarland — An attorney with a large Milwaukee-based insurance company
and one of the founders of the Log Cabin Republicans in Wisconsin, Jim is one of the
real heroes of the gay and lesbian movement in our state.

Elected to the Madison City Council when he was in law school, he was the first
openly gay Republican to serve in an elected capacity in the state and he worked tire-
lessly on the council to pass pro-gay initiatives despite opposition from supposed “pro-
gressive” members in that body. Since then, he has dedicared literally thousands of
hours to making Wisconsin a better place for its gay and lesbian citizens usually with-
out any recognition for his work.

Margaret McMurray — A Madison lesbian activist, die-hard Democrat and former

state president of the National Organization of Women, Margaret is a woman of enor-

mous strength and is probably my favorite Madison liberal.

While I don't get to see nearly enough of this genuinely kind woman, [ have always felt

She is always will-
ing to address community groups and organizations that want to know more about the
“T” in LGBT and the impact she has personally had on individuals' understanding of
transgender issues is far and wide.

Jacqueline immediately puts any audience she is addressing ar ease with a charming
smile and is never afraid to entertain the "dumb questions,” recognizing this is the only
way people will ever learn anything. She is as disarming as she is charming and recent-
ly told an audience member at a presentation she was making who asked why she would-
n't live in a more accepting city, “I don't want 1o live in a big city. I'm a country dyke.”

Joe Zopp — A chaplain at St. Camillus Campus and a real liberal, Joe is a man of
strong convictions which he is never afraid to share. He and I agree on virtually nothing
politically, but I can acknowledge that he is a man of enormous integrity.

correction and provide some background.

The article mentioned that Madison
has adopted domestic partner insurance
coverage for city employees. This is not
quite correct: Madison passed legislation
several years ago stating that it would pro-
vide DP health insurance when its insurer
began providing it. Its insurance coverage
is dictated by the Group Insurance Board
of the State of Wisconsin's Department of
Employee Trust Funds, which manages an
insurance pool in which many municipal-
ities participate. That coverage does not
include DP health insurance.

Madison could split away from the state
pool and form its own group at higher cost,
or it could purchase individual policies for
insurable DPs, but it doesn'.

The Madison Metropolitan School
District provides DP health insurance for
school employees, as of last summer.
There are other businesses with employees
in Wisconsin that provide DP health
insurance. With a few exceptions, they
are headquartered out of state.

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Pardon Me MAM, But
Your Slips Are Showing

he opening of the latest exhibition at
I the Milwaukee Art Museum (MAM)

was one swell affair. For me, howev-
er, there were just a few minor annoyances.
Nothing earth-shaking, mind you, but
these things detracted from an otherwise
excellent exhibit that I would recommend
to anyone who is interested in seeing these
17th-century Old Masters paintings.

As | entered, | was handed a ticket to
fill out for a drawing for a trip for two to
Amsterdam; obviously a tie-in with Sin-
ners & Saints, Darkness & Light: Caravag-
gio and His Dutch and Flemish Followers.
The museum’s garden club had scattered
some baskets of tulips and daffodils
around; a few dozen of these were lined
up like soldiers at attention, right at the
bottom of the stairs leading to the lower
level. The flowers were a nice breath of
spring, but couldn’t someone have used a
lictle imagination? A piece of furniture
and a mirror (not necessarily their pre-
cious antiques), with an arrangement
would have looked wonderful.

Instead of arriving at the Journal Sen-
tinel Lubar Galleries through a proper
opening, you pass some phone booths and
go through a low, characterless entrance. |
understand the effect of going through a
tunnel into a large, open gallery; it’s liber-
ating. Burt this series of rooms is neither
that large nor that open. [ hope the muse-
um is remedying this kind of thing in their
new building that’s scheduled to open
sometime in the year 2000. It will feature
a set of retractable metal wings (or sails?),

and it should be interesting to see how
they stand up to the gale-force winds we
get off of Lake Michigan.

Inside the galleries, the walls, were
freshly painted in shades of taupe and dull
gray-green. Spotlights were focused on the
35 paintings that had been gathered from
various museums in the United States.
The Art Museum’s own painting, “Mars,
God of War,” by Gerrit van Honhorst,
was on exhibit along with several of his
other striking works. There was one gen-
uine Caravaggio, borrowed from the Nel-
son-Atkins Museum of Art in Kansas
City, for everyone to use as a comparison
piece. “St. John the Baptist in the Wilder-
ness’ shows Caravagglos realism right
down to the saints dirty roenails.

During his lecture, Dennis P. Weller,
exhibit organizer and curator of European
art at the North Carolina Museum of Artin
Raleigh, told us that this exhibit examines
how Dutch and Flemish artists responded
to the powerful works of Caravaggio. His
influence came from the fact that he
showed a new confidence in reality and the
power of life itself. There was also his strik-
ing use of dark and light. Speaking of real-
ism, someone’s cell phone went off while
Weller was speaking; those are nasty things.

Near the exit of the exhibit was what
appeared to be a hastily arranged group-
ing Ot_ t_OLIr beat—up wnﬂd&l’l Cl‘l:lil's Plactd
in front of a non-functioning video
screen. Afier leaving the exhibit, you end
up right back where you started, in a large
room outside the gaﬂeries It's a wasred
space holding a few: pieces of uninterest-
ing modern art and people who seem to
be waiting to use the bathrooms.

[ wondered what ever happened to
those wonderful black leather and stain-
less steel Barcelona chairs that were once
to be found on the main level. I found out

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why they were removed some time ago —
street people were spending their days
sleeping on them. It seems that the pow-
ers that be eliminated the seating and set
up some hideous folding tables in an
attempt to make a half-assed USO for vis-
iting Great Lakes service personnel.

IN Step: Are you going to the
Grammys?

CL: Thar's a possibility, yes.

IN Step: What will you wear?

CL: I don't know. I don't know. I'm
going on the 16th to shoot an episode of
Mad About You. I'm also going on the
week of the 8th to talk to my partner ...
I'm developing a pilot for NBC. By the
16th I will know what the hell is goin’ on
and what was picked up and what wasn't
and all that stuff.

IN Step: How has motherhood
changed your life?

Nobody will ever love ya like a
kid. It's a real heart- -opener. For me [ just
go day by day. I read pamphlets, book-
lets, and books to figure out what to do
and how to do it, how to feed ‘em and
what to eat. My diet is so bad, so I don't
want him to have a bad dier.

IN Step: Is he crying in pitch?

Actually its not even my own
thought; it's from a letter that Martha Gra-
ham was writing to Cecil B. DeMille. |
always go back to that letter when [ feel
discouraged or I'm really crazy.

Now I'm a better singer than [ ever
was. I'm a better producer than I ever
was and — | hope — a better writer. |
still feel like Vinny van Gough tryin' ro
paint his paintin’s. Burt it's always worth
it and you have small victories and that’s
what'’s really important. My life is very
full and I'm very grateful for thar.

IN Step: You mentioned that the
music industry has become more
corporate. Has it become a hetter
place for women to work?

CL: I don't know, hon'... I don't think so.
But who knows? [ really don't know. I'm
glad to see other women doing well. But
has this become a nicer place? No!
They're racist, ageist, sexist, and I think I
hit "em all. Have [ hit "em all?

JC: I think you have.

CL: Narrow-minded and fearful. Other
than that it's pretty cool. You have to fit,
whether you're round or square, into that
mold. Along with that, I guess my prob-
lem was that I was a personality and |
could sing really well. So they could
never figure out what the hell I was sup-
posed to be. I never conform.

A lotta times they have people in the
companies who dont know anything
about music, so your communication
about music is not about music. You ask
someone, -~ Well, I'm havin’ trouble with
this track, it's not quite fitting right.
Could you listen to it; what do you
think?” Instead of being articulate, they
cant be articulate because they don't
understand music.

IN Step: What would be a perfect
day for you?

CL: Funny you should mention that. A
perfect day would be to live in the pre-

It combines compelling interviews
with lesbians who came of age in the
1950s with a dramatization of the lesbian
pulp novels popular at that time. The
result is a moving document about what
life was like in the bad old days of police
raids and brutal bashings, leavened by a

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The story centers on a diverse group of
(mostly) older women who find them-
selves stranded in the Canadian country-
side after their bus breaks down. From this
simple premise, writer Gloria Demers,
directar Cynthia Scotr and a cast of extra-
ordinary actresses create many memorable
moments, some funny, some heartbreak-
ing. Character and relationships are the
focus of this movie, which is so good, it
makes you long for other filmmakers to
fulfill the possibilities of the medium.

Little Women — The newest version
of Louisa May Alcott’s classic rale of girls
growing into women s, as critic Leonard
Maltin declared in 1994, “exquisite.” Out-
standing writing, direction, acting and
cinematography make this the best version
ever. It is deeply moral, sentimental and
unapologetically schmaltzy.

And the cast! Omigod! Bathed in
warm light, Winona Ryder, Trini Alvara-
de, Claire Danes, Samantha Mathis and
even little Kirsten Dunst, are absolutely
radiant, All of them PLUS Susan Saran-
don! Hey, this one’s a no brainer. Add it to
your collection.

Antonias Line — This film, by lesbian
writer/director Marleen Gorris, won the
Oscar for Best Foreign Film of 1995. It's a
must-see, but unless you speak Dutch be
prepared to read subtitles.

Antonias Line tells the stories of the
strong -willed Antonia, her lesbian daugh-

and her gr.mddmf_,lﬂer and great-
g:dnddwghter who live in a small village
in Holland. The time frame is post-World
War II to the present. Its a story about
life, time, the changing of seasons, the
good and bad things that happen to pco-
ple, the choices we make and, ultimately,
how we endure. If that sounds preachy, it
is and it isnt. The movie has lots of earthy
humor, moments of terror, and one of the
rowdiest, most celebratory sex scenes
(involving multiple couples) in recent
memory. [t's very special.

And now for something
completely different...

Set It Off — 1 didn't see it in theatres,
so Set It Off knocked my socks off when [
saw it on video. Whew! Sisters doing it for
themselves — toting guns and mbhmg
banks! And led by Queen Larifah in her
daring, star-making performance as a big,
lovable, dangerous bulldagger. The rest of
the gorgeous gang of misfits includes Jada
Pinkett, Kimberly Elise and Viveca A. Fox.

The women's initial elation ar success-
fully pulling off a heist quickly fades. As
they dig deeper and deeper holes for them-
selves, an air of doom pervades the film.
Latifah goes out in a blaze of gunfire that
would make James Cagney queasy. Every-
thing in Ser It Off is overdone, especially
the violence, but the scenes of female soli-
darity and assertiveness are still awesome.

I Shot Andy Warhol — The fabulous
Lili Taylor plays the pistol-packing lesbian

misfit Valerie Solanas in this bio pic about

the woman who shot Warhol.
Writer/director Mary Harron
does an excellent job of depict-
ing Valerie’s troubled life and
the far-out, drugs/sex/rock 'n
roll milieu of Warhols Factory
in the late 1960s. Astute queers
should note the different takes
on womens roles and appear-
ances expressed by the drag
queen Candy Darling and the
radical feminist Valerie. That
chasm persists. But the movie is
all Taylor’s, and what a fierce
performance she delivers! Lili
Taylor is dynamite in everything
she does. All I want to know is,
when the heck is she going to
come out?

Heavenly  Creatures —
Haven't had enough of homici-
dal lesbians? Heavenly Creatures is
the true story of an intense friendship
between two schoolgirls in New Zealand
in the 1950s, an obsessive attachment that
ultimately leads to the murder of one girl's
mother. Director Peter Jackson creates
some startling, exhilarating special effects
to bring the girls’ bizarre fantasies to life.
Trust me, it's like nothing you've ever seen
in movies before. It will sweep you away.

One of the girls is played by the
pudgy, fresh-faced teen Kare Winslet. The
promise shown here was borne out by her
subsequent roles in Sense and Sensibility,
Hamlet, and Titanic. What a pleasure to
watch this beautiful young woman grow
as an actress.

And for your funny bone...
The Women — My final pick of

women’s videos is one of the most hilari-
ous movies ever made. Torally politically
incorrect by today’s standards. Pretty
insulting to women, really. Excepr that it’s
funnier than hell and one of the campiest
movies ever made. It was shot in the great
moviemaking year of 1939 by director
George Cukor, a gay man.

Rosalind Russell, Norma Shearer, Joan
Crawford, Paulette Goddard, Joan
Fontaine, Marjorie Main and Mary
Boland head a huge all-woman cast in the
movie version of Clare Boothe Luce’s play.
They are all aggressively heterosexual
women intent on either keeping their hus-
bands or searching for a new man —
preferably one with lots of money. The
conniving of the Crawford and Russell
characters wreaks havoc on the women’s
friendships, leading to much cartiness and
several outright cat fights. Witty and light-
ning quick- dialogue along with major
chewing of the proverbial scenery by the
best actresses of their generation make 7he
Women an absolute delight.

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Nurevev: His LiFe

his 625-page book, with many
unpublished pictures and a copious
index; will fill you in on every fasci-

nating detail of the Russian dancer's Tartar
and Muslim family background. Among

other things, you will learn about
Nureyev's defection ar the Paris’airport in
1961, his famous collaboration with
dancer Margot Fonteyn, his lifelong love
affair and friendship with Danish dancer
Erik Bruhn, his return to Russia to visit his
family after 26 years, and his final drawn-
out barttle with AIDS.

Diane Solway interviewed more than
200 people, including Nureyevs family,
friends, colleagues, and lovers. “For the first
time, those in Russia were able to speak
openly about Nureyev without fear of
reprisal.” Writer Edmund White says, “The
Great Russian dancer emerges from this
volume in all his satanic, willful grandeur.”

The descriprion of his meeting and
eventual partnership with Dame Margot
Fonteyn, still stands as the most celebrated
partnership the world of baller has ever
known. This book goes into Rudy’s trans-
formations of the tradition-bound Royal
Ballet and Paris opera Ballet. It includes his
grooming of future stars and his clashes
with others. We find out abour his impact
on ballet companies throughout the world,
and his role in bridging ballet and modern
dance through his work with Martha Gra-
ham and Paul Tayler.

Aside from getting an in-depth look at
Nureyev's childhood and youth, we get to
know about his paranoia after leaving the
USSR. He hoarded money, antiques, ori-

ental rugs and other possessions. He rarely
paid for anything when he could get some-
one else to pay for it. His lifelong love affair
and friendship with bisexual Danish ballet
star Erik Bruhn is well documented.
“Whether Bruhn was his first male lover is
unknown, but he was unquestionably his
first and greatest love ... the most influen-
tial male figure in his life." Bruhn was
someone that Rudy looked up to; he said
he was “the only dancer who has anything
to show me I dont already know.”

There are intimate portraits of Rudy’s
other lovers, including his first love when
he was a teenager, which was discovered
during the writing of this book. There’s the
untold story of his infatuation with a
young protégé during his last years. Also
included are extensive interviews with his
doctors, healthcare providers, friends and
family during his final days.

Abour his life, Rudy felt “... Dancing,
art, food, sex, every experience had to be
crammed in, because at any moment, on
any given day, it could all be snatched
away. He said, “Things were . . . taken
from me, rather than given to me. So the
moment | had a chance on an equal foot-
ing, I didn't ever let go.” He was constant-
ly afraid that the KGB was after him and
was going to kidnap him and take him
back to Russia. One time at a stopover at
the Cairo Airport, the plane was empried
of passengers--except for Rudy who, with
the help of the stewardess, hid in the air-
plane’s bathroom until the KBG gave up
and left.

The book “reads like a novel and reaches
well beyond the world of dance.” It gives us
the first behind-the-scenes accounts of ‘the
greatest moments of the dancers life and the
trials and tribulations he overcame. “It paints
an unusually detailed portrait of a complex
man, providing insights into the artist’s mag-
ical creativity and seductive personality.”

Anyone who loves the world of the the-
ater and dance will treasure this beok as a
great addition to their library. OF the pic-
tures, Nureyev's spectacularly ornate tomb-
stone in the shape of a travel trunk covered
by and Oriental carpet fashioned from
Murano glass mosaic is worth looking at.
It’s a powerful statement in itself. What a

Blast from the Past

irected by Hugh Wilson, Blast
Dme The Past starts out in the
early 60's when a model subur-
banite couple (played by Sissy Spacek and
Christopher Walken) take cover in a
bomb shelter after an explosion. Unbe-
knownst to them down below, the explo-
sion turns out to be a plane crash rather
than the Cuban Missile Crisis insuring
that World War IV will be fought with
sticks and stones. So they're doomed to
wait thirty years for the radiation to clear
or whatever.
Up above, their house gets plowed

over to make way for a caf and through its
workaday existence, we see the next thirty
years pass. The G0’s are great - the owner
and her son enjoy a very Leave It To
Beaver, aw-gee-and-swell relationship. But
mom doesn't understand the 70's and even
professes to have preferred the flower chil-
dren. The decade is played out with a
begrudging historicism more redolent of
the 90’s with the son first hating and then
slowly grooving to Barry White. The 80's
are punk (and increasingly cynical) and
1991 is...well, grunge is too specific here;
downright apocalyptic is more the flava.
If you smell a rat in this confused tra-
jectory (or, to be more precise 5o as not to
mimic the film’s faults, if you have doubts

about master narratives that couch the
history of the world after 1969 solely in
the negative), then be forewarned - it's
merely the first of Blast From The Past's
many full-of-shitisms. Spacek gives birth
to a boy shortly after their descent under-
ground and names him Adam, (Brendan
Fraser). In “present day,” he finally gets to
brave the upstairs world to replenish sup-
plies (and find a wife) and his naivet
quickly clashes with his surroundings.
And thus the fusion of Forrest Gump and
Pleasantville (two ideologically suspect
box office champs) is put into motion.

Adam meets Eve (Alicia Silverstone,
hmph!), a suitably cynical twentysome-
thing who tells him that he's stupid for
wanting to get married. So, given the
film's reactionary underpinnings, we
know the goal of the film will be to
domesticate her. And not only does it
achieve that g{)al but it hips Eve to the
horrors of a society such as ours today that
would repel a woman away from mar-
riage. Adam’s geeky “innocence” eventual-
ly gets her to see the vagaries of post-
modernity in one slow-motion sigh:
drunks being tossed out of bars, bums and
even (sniff) a rtransvestite hooker. The
shock horrot!

Me, I'm so much a horrible post-mod-
ernist that all [ care about at the end of the
film is getting to know the gay male
friend/eternal foil better (David Foley
who at least gets reverse shots unlike Greg
Kinnear in As Good As It Gets). And all |
can think when I see the “pure,” bucolic
splendor that will facilitate in sheltering
Ma and Pa from horrible post-modernity
after their eventual resurfacing is Stupid Is
As Stupid Is.

aul Schrader's Affliction traces the

descent of small-town cop Wade

Whitehouse (Nick Nolte) into alco-
holism and destruction. It’s the feel-bad
movie of the year. Even the scenery evokes
malaise. By eschewing the eerie, hyperreal
aestheticism of, say, Blue Velvet, Schrader
makes us feel naughty about feeling
warmth and protection in the New
Hampshire simply by ﬁx:ng the camera's
gaze unrelentingly upon it. So whether we
come across a dead mother in a freezing
farmhouse or a French real estate lord or a
wheelchair-bound divorce lawyer or an
explosion raging marter-of-factly in the
background we know that these are natur-
al occurrences that chip away at the rown’s
foreboding sense of supremacy as well as
Whitehouse's inability to accept the
changes that these images imply. Also
striking is the film's unique sense of voice
with most of the characters purtting their
two cents in on Whitehouse’s condition
and an incredible, deliciously discursive
voice-over from Whitehouse's brother
(Willem Defoe) for a finale. Still, the film
does teeter uneasily berween narcissism
and humility, especially after the hokey
Jesus symbolism towards the beginning.
So with male archetypal melodrama at the
fulcrum, it'll never be a favorite of mine.
But, overall, Affliction is a fine effort with
flawless performances from Sissy Spacek
and a brilliantly understated Jim True.
And if you think American History X
topped The Marathon Man for dentistry
horrors, think again.
